By the end of each semester, you must:

· Complete 6 hours of community service (3 per semester), supervised by an adult. 
· Your supervisor should be an adult who is NOT a family member. See me if you are not sure how to fulfill this requirement.

· Complete AVID Community Service Log for each activity. 
· End of 1st semester only: Create a display of  your achievement. 
· We will be doing this as an in-class assignment in January.
